3. The details containing list of shareholders who vote 'for' or 'against' each of the 
resolutions that were put to vote were downloaded from the e-voting website of NSDL 
(www.evotin~.nsdl.corn) 

4. We have scrutinized the votes casted through electronic means for the purpose of this 
report. 

5. The particulars of all the electronic votes casted by the members through e-voting 
process have been recorded in a register separately maintained for the purpose. 

6. The result of the e voting is as per annexure attached herewith, 

7. The Register, all other papers and relevant records relating to voting shall remain in our 
custody until the Chairman considers, approves and signs the minutes of aforesaid 
Annual General Meeting and the same are handed over to the Company Secretary for 
safe custody.
